Dear Food Service Establishment (FSE):

The City of Winchester and Winchester Municipal Utilities (WMU), by order of the United States District Court for the Eastern District of Kentucky in a Consent Decree with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, must improve its wastewater systems.  Under the decree Winchester Municipal Utilities (WMU) is required to implement a Fats, Oils, and Grease (FOG) Control Program to control discharge of grease into the sewer system by Food Service Establishments (FSEs).  These establishments may include restaurants, cafeterias, grocery stores, hotel kitchens, school kitchens, or any other commercial or industrial facilities that have the potential to discharge grease laden wastewater.
As required by the decree the City of Winchester has adopted a Fats Oil and Grease Ordinance to facilitate this program.  The ordinance requires each FSE to complete an application for a FOG permit, to be inspected and if not exempt to obtain a permit and operate within the ordinance and permit requirements.

No action is immediately required by this letter.  This letter is to inform you that WMU staff will be contacting you between October 1, 2009 and January 1, 2010 to schedule an inspection of your facility.  During this inspection, WMU staff will be able to discuss the FOG Program in detail and offer assistance in completing the enclosed application form.
